2019 JCUP Fees

Beginning March 1, 2019, Jefferson Courtroom Upgrade Project (JCUP) “Contributors” —
those who contributed at certain levels to the costs of installing the systems—will be required
to pay to use the digital evidence presentation systems at the Jefferson County Judicial Cen-
ter; however, they will enjoy reduced rates for purchasing unlimited annual credits (UIACs)
in recognition of their initial investment in JCUP. The fee structures for contributors and

non-contributors are as follows:

31+ attorneys
$5,500 per year + tax

For frequent users, purchasing UACs is the most economical option. The cost of a single
day’s credit, which gives the user access to the systems in any of the eight JCUP-equipped
courtrooms, is $225. Discounts are available for users who purchase bundles of credits.

Users are reminded that they must first complete one hour of training and obtain a personal
identification number in order to use the JCUP systems. The trainings are offered once a
month in one of the JCUP-equipped courtrooms. To register for a training or purchase usage
credits, visit the LBAS website, www.loubar.org.
